Closer to the date of your Camino, the �nal 
route will be determined based on logistics, 
weather, amenities and other factors. 

Walking distances are based on a walking 
speed of about 4km/hour and distances vary 
by about 10-15%. 

Average temperature in April is between 10°C 
and 20°C; low rain season; 12 hours of 
daylight.
